Benefits of GI improvements

ÅEconomic - including flood management and 

alleviation to reduce the risk of flooding, while 

increasing the appeal of the area to local visitors and 

tourists, and enhancing property values

ÅEnvironmental - mitigation of the impacts of climate 

change through cooling in summer months, provision 

of habitats and improved biodiversity, reducing surface 

water flooding and filtration of pollutants

ÅSocial and cultural ïIncrease the number of outdoor 

areas for recreation, transport, education and 

relaxation for visitors, resident and local workers
