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Despite the lower scores linked to speakers and food, 93% of delegates rated the open meeting
as ‘Very good’ or higher.

As such it is fantastic news that everyone who filled in a feedback form said that based on this
experience they would attend a future open meeting. Whether this alters when we introduce
fees we will have to wait and see.
