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Figure 1, together with Map 3 and Appendix 1, illustrates the dominance of Sitka Spruce
within this even-aged plantation. Lodgepole Pine occupies the areas of thin soil which
overlay the Millstone Grit. The Japanese Larch component was planted as a 50:50,
double row line mix with Sitka spruce but has since been suppressed. A small stand of
Scots Pine has been planted over the north-eastern group of Hunter’s Stones. Open
Ground (OG) is very close to the UKWAS objective of 10% of the property.
